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POLICY
on the processing of personal data at
International School Brookes

1. General provisions

1.1. The Personal Data Processing Policy
(hereinafter the "Policy") of International School
Brookes and its structural subdivisions (hereinafter
the "School") applies to the School and all of its
structural subdivisions. The Policy has been
developed in accordance with the requirements of
Russian law in the field of personal data and contains
information on the implemented requirements for
the processing and protection of personal data.
Given that the School carries out cross-border data
transfers, the Policy is also drafted in accordance
with the requirements of the General Data
Protection Regulation (Regulation (EU) 2016/679) of
27 April 2016 in order to comply with global
standards for the processing of personal data.

1.2. Compliance with the Policy is the main condition
for the processing of personal data by the School and
is mandatory for all School employees.

1.3. The purpose of the Policy is to ensure protection
of human rights when processing personal data,
including protection of the rights to privacy, personal
and family confidentiality. The Policy regulates the
relationship between the School and individuals
arising from the processing of their personal data.

1.4. The School shall take the legal, organizational
and technical measures necessary to enforce the
legislation on personal data.

1.6. The policy and amendments thereto shall be
approved by order of the Director of the School or
other authorized persons.

2. Terms and definitions

2.1. The terms and definitions used in the Policy are
given in accordance with Federal Law of 27.07.2006
No. 152-FZ "On Personal Data" (hereinafter -
Federal Law "On Personal Data") and other
regulatory legal acts of the Russian Federation,
namely:

2.1.1. personal data (hereinafter referred to as PD) -
any information relating to a directly or indirectly
identified or identifiable natural person (subject of
Personal Data).

Personal data and their categories may differ in
terms of the degree of certainty and definiteness of
the subject of the personal data and depend on the
actual possibility of defining a specific person and
citizen (subject) on their basis.

Data that does not identify a person or a citizen, or
that does not allow such identification, even through
the use of any procedures?, is not Personal Data and
its processing is not related to the need to comply
with Russian legislation on Personal Data. Such data
may include such popular information as gender, age,
position®, profession, hobbies, etc., and information
arising from the widespread penetration of the
Internet in everyday life®, as long as such information
does not allow to identify a person and a citizen;

leakage), within 72 (seventy-two) hours from the
moment of detection of PD leakage by the School,
the authorized body for the protection of the rights
of personal data subjects or other interested person,
The school is conducting an internal investigation
into the incident.

8.4. From the moment the PD leakage is detected by
the School, the authorized body for the protection of
the rights of personal data subjects or another
interested person, the School provides the
authorized body for the protection of the rights of
personal data subjects with information:

8.4.1. within 24 (twenty-four) hours:
A. about the incident;

B. about the alleged reasons that led to the violation
of the rights of personal data subjects;

C. about the alleged harm caused to the rights of
personal data subjects;

D. about the measures taken to eliminate the
consequences of the relevant incident;

E. about the person authorized by the operator to
interact with the authorized body for the protection
of the rights of personal data subjects on issues
related to the identified incident;

8.4.2. within 72 (seventy-two) hours:

A. on the results of the internal investigation of
the identified incident;

B. about the persons whose actions caused the
identified incident (if any).

9. Final provisions

9.1. All relations concerning the processing of
personal data that are not reflected in this Policy are
regulated in accordance with the provisions of the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

9.2. The Operator has the right to make changes to
this Policy. When making changes in the current
version, the date of the last update is indicated. The
new version of the Policy comes into force from the
moment it is posted on the official website, unless
otherwise provided by the new version of the Policy.
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
